The SCAA employs individuals who are interested in helping their peers engage in
life-long learning; possess patience and good communication skills; are sensitive to diverse
student needs; are reliable, committed, and accountable; are willing to creatively and
collaboratively contribute to the advancement of the SCAA; and are interested in being a part
of a community that is passionate about student success.

Writing Tutor Position Overview

Writing tutors tend to love language and communication. They enjoy helping others and often
find themselves being asked by friends and classmates to review their drafts. They need not be
expert writers or tutors, but they show a willingness to learn, collaborate, and hone their skills
both with their writing and with guiding others through the writing process. Tutoring occurs
online and in person, with the additional option of being embedded in one course for one
semester. Students who are interested in future teaching opportunities often benefit and thrive
in this environment.

Writing Tutor Responsibilities:
e Commit to a minimum of 10 total hours of tutoring availability per week at the SCAA

e Develop resources (videos, handouts, etc.) according to CSUEB student needs
e Use talents and perspectives to assist in the advancement of the SCAA’s presence on
campus by participating in marketing and outreach, etc.

Peer Tutoring is available to students as one-time appointments and asynchronous paper
review. Additionally, some Writing Tutors may have the option to serve as a SCAA Writing
Associate.

Writing Associates (WAs) are embedded within one course per semester to assist faculty
and support student writing. WA work includes the following:
e Meet with the faculty partner regularly and attend the class throughout the semester.
e With the instructor, establish your role in the course for the semester, which can
include giving written feedback, presenting an in-class workshop, or developing
learning materials for students, depending on students’ needs throughout the
semester.
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e Schedule and provide individual and/or group consultations with students in
addressing global and local concerns of a writing assignment.

Minimum Qualifications*:
Applicants must...

e be available to work in-person in the SCAA (some tutoring does take place on Zoom,
depending on organizational needs)

e be enrolled as a sophomore, junior, senior or grad student at CSUEB for the academic
year (minimum eligibility for hire is six undergraduate units or four graduate units, with
two or more semesters remaining as a CSUEB student)

e have availability for consistent working hours and regular meetings for a maximum of
20 hours a week

e have a cumulative GPA of at leasta 3.0

e have an ability to interact effectively with diverse populations in individual or group
settings

e submit a complete application (more details under “Application Procedures”)

*Exceptions to minimum eligibility requirements granted at the discretion of the University.

Additional SCAA Learning Community Expectations:
e Engage in a continuous training process, including, but not limited to:

o Pre-Semester SCAA Learning Community Meeting/Orientation (all student
employees)
Bi-weekly training sessions (all tutors)
Mid-Semester SCAA Learning Community Meeting (all student employees)
Regular check-ins with SCAA Coordinators (all tutors)

Compensation and Benefits:

e Tutors are compensated at a rate of $17.86 / hour

e Tutors are paid for all activities outlined in the “Writing Tutor Responsibilities” section

e Tutors who complete all their SCAA training requirements receive a credential from the
College Reading & Learning Association (CRLA) International Tutor Training Program
Certification (ITTPC)

e Tutors are a part of the SCAA learning community, a group of passionate staff and peer
educators, which typically includes several SCAA social activities

e Tutors develop transferable professional skills, including communication, time
management, organization, and problem-solving
